
Shaped Storybook

Design a “big” storybook. Children
can write the story and choose
something in the story to be the
book cover. The Story Paper can 
be cut to the shape of the book
cover. Keep it big but under 11" x 14".

Grade Levels K-3

Process
1. Write the story. It could be one or even

two sentences

2. Draw the cover on one side of the board.
Cut the shape. Trace the back of the book
from the design cover

3. Place the cover over the desired number
of pages. Trace and cut the shapes on
each page.

4. Paint the cover and title the story

5. Assemble the book and staple on the left
side. Books can be vertical or horizontal.
