Wish Boxes

Great for special occasions and gifts, these
thought-filled boxes are created by bringing
together two art forms: Calligraphy,

which means “beautiful writing” and
Origami, which translates as
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Process

1.

Use the newsprint to practice

drawing different words using cursive, script
or natural, flowing letters. Choose words
that have significance: “Love”, “Mom”, “Joy”,
etc. Repeat the words over and over. Keep
in mind that the words will wrap with the
box shape, so there will be sections that are
unreadable. It is the design created by the
colors and shapes of the words that will
make the box beautiful. It is important to

repeat the same word over and over.

After practicing the handwriting on the
plain paper, students may begin writing on
the tag board. Write directly, don't sketch
out in pencil first. Just let the handwriting
flow, relax and have fun. Mistakes will be
hidden when the box is folded. Write on
both squares, on both sides.

Make a box, following the instructions on
page 2. ldeally, the instructor should lead
students through each step and make sure
everyone has completed it successfully
before continuing to the next step.

Fill the box with written wishes, promises,
thoughts, poems or prayers.
