Woodsies “Extraordinaire”

Students need the experience of working freely and
spontaneously. Create people, animals and symbols by
arranging various standard shapes. Students can talk
about “this looks like” with the many shapes -
This looks like a fish tail, a bird wing, etc.
Encourage students to use the shapes upside
down or sideways. Embellish with painted
designs.

This project is quick and inexpensive but big
on creativity. In addition to the wood shapes,
all that is needed is a little glue, paint and
embellishment. Add a pin back or magnet for
function.

Grade Levels 5-12

Note: instructions and materials based on
a class of 25 students. Adjust as needed.
Process

1. Look over the wood shapes available. Try arranging in
different small groups to form heads, arms, legs, flowers,

birds, caterpillars and more. Keep design within
approximately 3" square area. Wood pieces may overlap

for stability.
2. Use only a dot of Weldbond® glue

Turn the finished piece over. Glue on a pin
bar or add a magnetic piece.
